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MEET SMOOTH OPERATOR

If there's one thing we aim for as a company, it is to marry the simplicity of 
traditional gear with the new technology available in the software domain. In 
our opinion, that truly represents the best of both worlds.

With Smooth Operator, we've taken a stab at one of the most exciting and 
complex new technologies in audio - spectral processing.

The easiest way to understand Spectral Processing is to think of it as 
manipulating the building blocks that make up a digital signal – rather than 
the signal itself. Our algorithm uses Fast Fourier Transform - or FFT - to break 
the incoming audio into tiny particles, which are analyzed and processed 
separately, before being put back together again. 

This all happens in realtime and allows for a more surgical approach to 
resonance suppression, equalization and compression than what would be 
possible with traditional effects.

While most spectral tools focus on audio restoration, we wanted Smooth 
Operator to be all about creative expression. That's where the "traditional 
gear" part comes back into the picture!

This plugin is meant for shaping your tone and bringing out more clarity. It's 
not quite an EQ, not quite a compressor and not quite a resonance suppressor. 
Instead it does a little bit of it all to transform your tracks into the smoothest, 
cleanest, versions of themselves that they can be.

And one final tip: With Smooth Operator, a little goes a long way. It can be 
tempting to overdo it, but oftentimes a small touch is all you need.

IN USE MANUALSMOOTH OPERATOR

QUICK START
1. Middle Node: Click+drag down to increase the global effect level. (Or use the mousewheel).

2. Outer Nodes: The four outer nodes allow you to shape the response curve. Move them up 
for less effect in an area and down for more – and use the scroll function to adjust the Q.

3. FOCUS sets the granularity/intensity of the spectral algorithm. Calibrate it to your liking 
and your material. (The smoothest results are usually from 70-90%).

4. Engage SOLO to audition different parts of the frequency spectrum separately during node 
hover-over.

5. Engage the "Chain" icon to enter sidechain mode and duck your signal with the frequency 
balance of another track in your mix (you need to feed an external track into the plugin 
using the DAW's routing). This feature allows you to create a hyper-surgical side chain effect 
where the exact frequency make-up of a lead track can be used for ducking a secondary 
track. The "M" icon lets you switch between two algorithm modes: HIGH-RES, which offers a 
clean and surgical sound and CLASSIC, which is a lightweight alternative with less latency.

6. OUTPUT sets the global effect output. The meter to the right of the slider can display 
either Peak or RMS values (click it to change the display).

7. Change between three color modes: Pink, Green and Blue.

8. Select a preset – or use the "arrow up" and "arrow down" icons to save/load presets.

9. Click the BABY Audio logo for a click-free bypass function.

10. Click the top-right icon to reset the plugin to its initial settings.

11. Click+drag the bottom right arrow to resize the plugin window.

BASIC CONCEPT 
 
Smooth Operator works by reducing frequencies through a spectral compression process. 
The plugin automatically detects the frequencies it needs to clamp down on the hardest. As 
a user, you just need to tell Smooth Operator how much you want it to do in each part of the 
spectrum – by moving the curve down and adjusting the nodes. (Further down means more 
processing).

We designed Smooth Operator to be fast and intuitive in use. This means we've put a few 
important commands into the scroll function (mousewheel or trackpad scroll on a laptop).

You can use the scroll function to move the curve down (and increase the effect level) when 
you're inside the main plugin window. Also, scrolling while hovering over the two central 
nodes will increase/decrease their shape / Q.
